Unpacking the product

To load the batteries:

Placement of Unit

You can either mount the main unit on a wall or make it stand
on a flat surface.

1. Locate the battery compartment.

2. Installthe batteries by matching the correct
polarity. Always use the correctbattery type
(2 UM-3 AA-sized 1.5V batteries).

Warning: Reversing the polarity may
damage the product.

NOTE Replace the batteries whenever the weak battery
mark (f ) is shown, the display is dim, or the display does not
illuminate when the power is on. Replace all the batteries at the
same time - it is dangerous to mix old and new batteries.

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Enabling/Disabling Radio Reception

To manually disable the reception of the RF signal,
press and hold [UP A ] and [DOWN W ] simultaneously for
2 seconds until the Radio Reception symbol completely
disappears.

To enable the reception again, press and hold [UP A ] and
[DOWN W ] simultaneously for 2 seconds. The Radio Reception
symbol will blink and the unit will search for the RF*=ignal
automatically.

TO SET THE CLOCK MANUALLY

NOTE To adjust the clock settings manually without automatic
RF synchronization, remember to disable the Radio Reception
first.
